Learning Objectives: 

By the end of this lesson, students will: 

● Understand what the European Green Deal is 

● Identify major environmental challenges in Europe 

● Recognize how the EU promotes sustainability 

 

Materials: 

Images of polluted areas vs. green cities 

Large paper / markers 

Projector 

Lesson Outline: 

 

1. Starter Activity: Picture Comparison (5 minutes) 

Show two images: 

A polluted city 

A green, clean city 

Ask: 

Which city would you rather live in? 

What differences do you notice? 
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2. Teacher Input: What Is the European Green Deal? (10 minutes) 

Watch this video first:  European Green Deal: Achieving Climate Neutrality and 

Economic Growth or pick up any short material here EU Green Deal - Learning corner 

  

Then, explain in simple terms: 

The European Green Deal is the EU’s plan to: 

● Fight climate change 

● Protect nature 

● Make Europe climate-neutral by 2050 

Key actions: 

● Clean energy 

● Recycling and reducing waste 

● Protecting forests and animals 

● Sustainable transport 

If students have previous knowledge, you can ask for their explanations (What is climate 

change? What types of clean energy do you know/use? What is sustainable transport?). 

 

3. Group Work: “Green Solutions” (20 minutes) 

 

Divide students into 5 groups. Each group gets one topic: 

● Energy 

● Transport 

● Waste 

● Food 

● Nature 

 

Task: 

➔ Identify one environmental problem 

➔ Suggest 2 solutions the EU or citizens could use 

 

Groups create a mini poster (writing and drawing) and present briefly.
