Titlul activitatii: The EU cultural diversity. European Day of Languages (EDL).
Durata: 50 de minute
Nivel: Gimnaziu (a VllI-a)

Learning Objectives:
By the end of this lesson, students will:

e Understand what the European Day of Languages is and why it is celebrated
e Recognize the linguistic diversity of the EU
e Appreciate the value of multilingualism and cultural respect

Materials:
® Map of Europe (digital or printed)
® Sticky notes or small cards
e Whiteboard / projector

Lesson Outline:

1. Warm-up (5 minutes)
Ask students:
How many languages can you name that are spoken in Europe?
Write answers on the board.
Optional question:
e Do you know how to say “hello” in another EU language?

2. Teacher Input: Key Facts (10 minutes)

Explain:

The European Day of Languages is celebrated every year on 26 September
The EU has 24 official languages

Languages represent culture, identity, and history

The EU promotes multilingualism so people can:

3. Group Activity: “Language & Culture Stations” (20 minutes)
Divide students into groups of 3.
Each group receives a EU country name.
Tasks (students use their phones to browse the web):
e |dentify the country’s official language(s)
o \Write:
One greeting
One cultural fact (food, tradition, festival)
Place their card on the Europe map
Each group presents briefly (1 minute per group).

4. Discussion: Why Languages Matter (10 minutes)
Guided questions:
e Why is it important to protect small or minority languages?
e How do languages help people understand each other better?
e How does language learning help peace and cooperation in Europe?

5. Exit Ticket (5 minutes)
Students write one sentence: “Learning other languages helps Europe because...”
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
